Approval of Minutes: Jim Neva moved to approve the minutes as presented. Karen seconded. Motion passed.

Treasurer’s Report: The net income for ColPac for 2007 is $26,785.80. This is the amount that is carried forward to 2008. We are working on a new spread sheet that will show expenditures and income for the month along with year-to-date and budget numbers. This spreadsheet will be available for the next meeting.

Meeting Schedule: It was agreed that all meetings would have a physical location with a conference call option available. The April meeting will be in Mason County, the July meeting will be in Wahkiakum County, and the October meeting will be in Pacific County.

Election Nominations: Karen has been nominated to continue on the board. Les Bolton was suggested as the Grays Harbor representative. Karen suggested David Goodroe as the Wahkiakum County Representative. It was suggested that Matt and Carlton continue in their current positions. Cathy Russ was nominated for President. Karen was nominated as Vice President.

2008 Invoices: We have been getting invoices since the first week of December. Current dues are over $1,000.00.

Annual Meeting Location: Elks and CCAP are unavailable. The Log Pavilion, Eagles, and Aberdeen Museum of History have not yet responded to queries. 

EDD: The Director’s report was not sent out due to the executive Director’s scheduled vacation and the December storm. The main focus is the RCDI grant. The undispersed amount of the grant is $90,594.00. The remaining ColPac match is $36,200.00. Council of Governments has already committed to hiring Julia full time. The administrator at the Wahkiakum Community Foundation will also stay on. The EDA grant is going well. The Economic Recovery grant has gone on to D.C. It is a $75,000.00 grant all the entire match is in-kind.
