Call to Order:  The meeting was called to order by Cathy Russ at 10:10am.
Approval of Minutes:  Motion was made and seconded to approve the minutes of the May 5, 2010 meeting.  Motion Passed.

Treasurer’s Report:  Jesse presented the Treasurer’s Report.  Bank balance as of May 31, 2010 is $49,707.37.  The board has reviewed and approved the Treasurer’s Report as submitted. 
· Jesse suggested that funds in the amount of $5,000.00 be placed in a money market interest 
account giving the advantage to earn a higher interest rate on those funds above the normal 
business account.  Jesse stated this amount would be a good amount to exercise this advantage.  
The bank does only allow five checks to be written in a given month against the balance of this 
account, since we exceed that in normal business we won’t be moving more than $5,000.00 into 
this set-aside account at this time.  A motion was made to approve Jesse to open a money market 
account in the name of Columbia Pacific RC&EDD with the signature requirements on the account 
as required in the Bylaws.  Motion Passed.
Annual Meeting:  Discussion of this year’s annual meeting brought great ideas in hopes of enhancing  future annual meetings to include: membership recruitment and engage idle members, have it be a free event where COLPAC throws the party or offer sponsorship,  getting the message out to other partners, questionnaire postcard to gather information and contacts, project displays, single-page summary of projects hand-outs for guests to take with them, Display our website to familiarize guests of what is available on the site.  Annual Meeting Budget for 2011 and planning will continue to be discussed in the next few meetings and a committee formed to work on the annual meeting throughout the fall, suggestions from all members is encouraged.
